Six Dallas companies named top companies for Hispanics
Six Dallas companies top the latest list of “Top 60 Companies for Hispanics,” which is published by Hispanic Business magazine.
Ranking first in the nation for its diversity practices is Dallas-based AT&T Inc. (NYSE: T). The magazine says AT&T’s work force is 44 percent female and 39 percent people of color with Hispanics accounting for 12 percent of the company’s diversity statistics.
Trailing AT&T is Comerica Inc., which ranks third. The company moved to Dallas from Detroit last year. Comerica pulled itself up three spots after developing three regional Hispanic market segmentation teams in key states like Texas, Michigan and California. 
Diversity initiatives at American Airlines Inc. have propelled the passenger carrier to the No. 32 spot on the list. This is the third consecutive year Fort Worth-based American, a subsidiary of AMR Corp. (NYSE: AMR), has landed on the list. American was the highest ranking airline on the list with Dallas-based Southwest Airlines Co. (NYSE: LUV) following behind after securing the 59th spot.
Fort Worth-based BNSF Railway Co. (NYSE: BNI) and Dallas-based Texas Instruments (NYSE: TXN) also fared well, ranking No. 57 and No. 58 on the list, respectively.
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
